Summary of Skills and Experience

Phil has extensive experience in the planning and design of highway and other infrastructure, with
particular expertise in traffic analysis and transport planning. He has led multi-disciplinary teams on
many site masterplanning studies and has appeared as expert withess at around thirty Public
Inquiries.

He is part of the team that produced Manual for Streets for the DfT, a comprehensive guide to the
design of urban, residential and lightly trafficked streets published in March 2007; and good practice
guidance on residential parking for DCLG, May 2007. He also worked on guidance on residential
street design for the Scottish Executive, which was published in 2005 as PAN76. Phil is now working
with WSP on a revised version of Manual for Streets for application in Scotland.

In March 2006 Phil was appointed to the CABE Space Enabling Panel, which provides direct advice
to public sector organisations to help them deliver excellence in public realm projects, with particular
emphasis on designing street networks and masterplanning. He has recently been helping to deliver
training on the application of Manual for Streets on behalf of CABE.

Phil has been involved in the development of Home Zones in the UK since 1999, and was the lead
author of the IHIE Home Zone Design Guidelines, published in 2002. He continues to chair the IHIE
working group which is responsible for www.homezones.org.uk and is involved in ongoing research
into the use of Home Zones by disabled and elderly people.

His project experience includes working on the Telford and Kings Lynn Millennium Communities and
advising on housing market renewal schemes in East Lancashire.

Research and Policy Development

Manual for Streets — Department for Transport

Commissioned in May 2005 as part of a team involving WSP, TRL and Llewellyn Davies, to prepare
Manual for Streets, a comprehensive guide to the design of urban streets. This document replaced
Design Bulletin 32 and Places, Streets and Movement and is a major step forward in the achievement of
good quality and sustainable streets. The document was published in March 2007. Phil was also
involved in the TRL research that supported MfS, published as report TRL661.

Manual for Busy Streets (working title) — IHT Urban Design Group (Ongoing)

Member of the Institution of Highways and Transportation’s Urban Design Group. Currently developing
the scope of a possible publication, applying the principles of Manual for Streets to busier urban
highways.

Designing Streets — Scottish Government (Ongoing)

Key member of the WSP-led team preparing a modified version of Manual for Streets for application in
Scotland. This will form national policy on street design, and will sit alongside the existing policy on
design quality, Designing Places. Changes to the English/Welsh text will be limited to those needed to
reflect Scottish legislation and planning procedures.

Improving Road Layout and Parking in New Housing Developments — Scottish Executive

Working within a multidisciplinary team of WSP, Lovejoy and Napier University on the preparation of
new technical guidance for the design of residential streets in Scotland. The resulting document was
published as PAN 76 Residential Streets in November 2005 by the Scottish Executive.

Action Research on Roads Construction Consent — Scottish Executive

A further research study into the process of detailed technical approval of new residential streets, and its
links with the Scottish planning system, working with WSP and EDAW. This study stemmed from an
earlier commission to prepare PAN76. That study found that there are major tensions between planning
and roads consent procedures, and the aim of this research was to establish a more integrated
procedure, possibly involving legislative change.

Better Streets, Better Places - PPG3 and Highway Adoption — ODPM

Project Director for research study for ODPM, examining barriers to the approval and adoption of
sustainable residential streets meeting the objectives of PPG3; and recommending actions by
Government to address the problems that were identified. The project was initiated by the
Housebuilders Federation, due to concerns that the rigid application of highway standards was stifling
good design. The project report, ‘Better Streets, Better Places’, was published in July 2003, and
recommended the publication of ‘Manual for Streets’ and further research on residential car parking,
now completed.

Car Parking Standards and Sustainable Residential Developments — DCLG

This research study, undertaken in partnership with WSP, TRL and David Lock Associates, provided
guidance on the quantity and quality of residential parking provision for developments across England.
The research was a key recommendation of Better Streets, Better Places and was needed to provide a
robust basis for the setting of parking requirements in new developments. The recommendations of the
study were published by DCLG in May 2007 in the report ‘Residential Car Parking Research’.

Residential Parking Standards — Oxfordshire Design Partnership (Ongoing)

Appointed by CABE Space and Oxfordshire local authorities to develop County-wide flexible residential
parking guidance, based on the research carried out for Government. Study involves the use of Census



data, supplemented by surveys of residents on recently-completed housing schemes. Report to be
published in Spring 2008 and will underpin new policy instruments.

Residential Parking Standards — Dorset Local Authorities (Ongoing)

Working with WSP on the development of parking guidance for Greater Dorset (Dorset County,
Bournemouth and Poole), taking account of dwelling type, size, tenure, location and access to public
transport, again building on the DCLG research. Report to be published in Spring 2008.

IHIE Home Zone Guidelines

Led a multi-disciplinary team, including civil servants, local authority officers and other consultants on
the preparation of design guidelines for Home Zones — residential streets designed to operate primarily
as community space. Personally responsible for writing much of, and editing, the final document. The
Guidelines were published in June 2002 and have been widely applied.

Mixed Use Priority Streets Research — Department for Transport

Project technical advisor on WSP research study for Department for Transport into schemes to improve
‘mixed use priority streets’ - busy urban thoroughfares through commercial districts. These streets serve
large numbers of motor vehicles, pedestrians and cyclists, and often have a poor accident record. Five
local authorities were selected to develop schemes to improve safety, whilst also enhancing commercial
activity and the local environment. The project will result in the publication of a good practice guide.

Transportation/Public Realm Projects - Selection

Route 124 Psychological Traffic Calming

Working with TRL on the application of ‘psychological traffic calming’ techniques to sections of a bus route
through busy south London streets. Speed reductions are needed to address safety concerns but bus
operators are resistant to additional vertical traffic calming measures. The study identified pilot schemes,
based on the findings of TRL report 661. These are now being consulted on by Transport for London.

Shared Space Research Project, Ipswich

Appointed to provide transportation advice on a project to develop home zones and related
environmental improvements to urban streets in Ipswich, including a main radial route, as part of the EU-
funded Shared Space project. The project also involved sharing information between other similar
schemes across Europe and a study tour visit to Denmark.

Home Zones in Morice Town (Plymouth), Tower Hamlets (E London) and Harrow (W London)

Project Director for four schemes involving extensive and detailed public consultation and design stages
for Home Zone treatment of existing residential streets. Planned and led design workshops with local
communities.

Castle Vale Estate Regeneration - Transport Strategy

Development of transport masterplan as part of comprehensive regeneration of a 1960's overspill
estate, on the outskirts of Birmingham, laid out on Radburn principles. Aims were to improve transport
links to jobs and services, provide access to redevelopment areas and to reduce high vehicle speeds on
estate roads. Outputs included design guidelines for architects engaged on neighbourhood renewal.
Also prepared street designs using Dutch ‘woonerf’ techniques, now known as ‘home zones’'.



Lichfield City Centre Pedestrianisation

Study into extension of pedestrianised area and modifications to existing traffic and parking restrictions
in the city centre. Project involved preparation of Traffic Regulation Orders, 20mph Zone Orders, and
presentation of evidence at public inquiry.

Shrewsbury — High Street Route

Responsible for all traffic considerations in the design of public realm improvements along the historic High
Street Route through the centre of Shrewsbury. Resulting scheme achieved significant improvements for
pedestrians, and is summarised in a DfT Traffic Advisory Leaflet.

Residential Projects - Selection

Sustainable Urban Extension — Blaby, Leicestershire (Ongoing)

Project Director for transportation study into a 1500 dwelling new community on the edge of Leicester.
The heart of the development will be a mixed-use high street, remodelled from an existing rural road. High
frequency prioritised bus routes will link the site with the city centre and new retail, employment and
education facilities along the High Street will provide local services for new residents and those of the
existing outlying estates. The study will make use of the Highways Agency’s PTOLEMY Land
Use/Transportation model to determine strategic transport impacts.

Whitecross, Falkirk (Ongoing)

Leading a team of other consultants on the development of transportation links to a new community of up
to 1500 homes on a browfield site in a rural area between Falkirk and Linlithgow, Scotland. The scheme
will build on the existing disadvantaged village of Whitecross and provides an opportunity to greatly
improve public transport links, possibly including a new station on the Glasgow-Edinburgh main railway.
The internal layout will be based on home zones and a traditional mixed use high street, providing local
employment, education and retail facilities.

Kings Lynn Millennium Community (Ongoing)

Responsible for transportation planning for one of the seven English Millennium Communities, including
working with the masterplanning architect on the development of the movement strategy. A permeable
network has been achieved, with links to the existing community of South Lynn. The car parking
strategy was developed using results of research carried out for DCLG. Initial masterplanning of the
wider South Lynn area is now underway, including consideration of a new parkway rail station, park and
ride facilities and extensive further housing and employment development. Working with Norfolk County
Council on developing a transport model of Kings Lynn town.

Telford Millennium Community

Working with engineer, Architect and masterplanner on internal street design for this Millennium
Community, including extensive input to design statement. Scheme involves extensive use of home
zone techniques together with innovative public square, based on the ‘shared space’ concept developed
in Friesland, Netherlands by Hans Monderman. Parking provision for the development was established
through the application of DCLG research techniques.



Broadmeadow, Ipswich (Ongoing)

Client advisor on transport issues for this major brownfield development on the urban edge of Ipswich.
The site extends to 100 developable acres and is planned to deliver up to 1200 homes. A package of
sustainable transport measures is proposed, including a section of the National Cycle Network,
improved bus services and bus priority, together with improved access to the local and national highway
network.
